You’ll find
national observances that make great stewardship moments, campaign tie-ins,
planned giving nudges, and community-focused holidays that pair perfectly
with impact storytelling.

These aren’t just “cute holidays”—they’re strategic touchpoints that help you
stay in front of your audience in meaningful ways, without having to make it
all up from scratch.

1. Pick what fits. Not every date will work for every
organization. Choose the ones that feel true to your
brand, your mission, and your giving priorities. I’ve
provided the dates by theme and by month to help you
plan, in whatever way works for your brain.

2. Customize. Don’t overlook specific dates
that are important for your nonprofit only.
Examples include birthdays of leaders and
former leaders, namesake’s birthday, the
date you were incorporated (your
nonprofit’s birthday!), and other milestones
and anniversaries specific to your
organization.

Here are some simple, effective ways to use these dates to raise awareness,
strengthen relationships, and drive giving:

Create a social media post tied to the theme of the day.
Use a strong image or graphic and a short caption that connects your mission to
the observance. DON’T FORGET to include a link to your giving page.

Turn that same caption into a quick email.
Add a sentence or two and hit send. These “light lift” campaigns work well for
stewardship, soft appeals, or just staying top-of-mind.

Film a short video.
Grab your Executive Director, a board member, or a grateful recipient of your
services and have them share why this day matters. Add a soft pitch at the end.
Post on social and drop it in an email.

3. Map it out. Drop these dates into your project
management tool, content calendar, or similar.

4. Prep in batches. Use templates, repurpose strong past
content, and automate where you can.

5. Measure and adjust. Keep tabs on what actually drives
engagement and giving.

Use stewardship days to go old-school.
Handwritten notes still matter. Use days like National Compliment Day or
World Gratitude Day to thank your major donors or longtime supporters in
a personal way.

Send postcards for major giving days.
For bigger moments like Giving Tuesday or National
Philanthropy Day, send a simple postcard to key donors.
Use them to warm the audience before your appeal hits.

Gather testimonials for longer observances.
For week- or month-long themes (like National
Scholarship Month or Volunteer Month), collect stories
from donors, board members, staff, or grateful program
participants. These can power a full week of content —
and help build your case for giving.

Great content doesn’t have to be complicated. It just has to be intentional.
These observances give you natural openings to talk about your mission,
highlight donor impact, and connect in ways that feel timely and genuine.
